What did we find?

CS 
Provision

• Widely available to MCH nurses/access issues

• External supervisors (Social Work,  Psychology, MCH nurses)

• Group formats the norm

• Lack of consistency between services – size, frequency, time,

awareness/ use of CS guidelines/resources

• Enhanced MCH Clinical Supervision Guidelines (2018)



What did we find?

Value &
Benefits

• Opportunity to meet, validation – e.g. “have done enough” 
…”not missed anything”

• Mutual support, reduced sense of isolation

• Different perspectives and specialist clinical knowledge

• Maintaining professional boundaries, support to manage 

emotional demands of work – child safety and risk

• Self-care



What did we find?

Challenges/
Barriers • Lack of agreed understanding purpose/aim of CS *

• Poor supervisor facilitation skills *

• Not ‘safe enough’ (individual/group)*

• Tokenistic, passive responses / dominant voices

• Workplace cultures

• Arrangements - group size, venue, time, regularity
